The goal is for fire departments to increase their staffing and deployment capabilities and to ultimately attain 24-hour staffing, thus assuring that their communities have adequate protection from fire and fire-related hazards. The SAFER grants support two specific activities: (1) the hiring of firefighters, and (2) the recruitment and retention of volunteer firefighters. The grants pay a portion of the salaries of newly hired firefighters over the 5-year award performance period.  

Funding Information:

The Department will award approximately $165 million in SAFER grants.

Help Desk: 1-866-274-0960 or firegrants@dhs.gov
http://www.firegrantsupport.com/docs/2008SAFERguidance.pdf
COPS Secure Our Schools Grants

The COPS Office is pleased to announce the availability of funding under the COPS Secure Our Schools (SOS) 2008 grant program. Approximately $13 million is available in FY2008 to provide funding to law enforcement agencies to assist with the development of school safety resources and provide improved security at schools and on school grounds. This program will fund up to 50% of the total cost to implement one or more of the following options: placement and use of metal detectors, locks, lighting, and other deterrent measures; security assessments; security training of personnel and students; coordination with local law enforcement; and/or any other measure that may provide a significant improvement in security.

This year, the program is open to all law enforcement agencies nationwide. FY 2008 Competitive Training Grant Program (CTGP)


Overview

The Department of Homeland Security (DHS), Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA) Competitive Training Grant Program (CTGP) is an important component of the Administration’s larger, coordinated effort to strengthen homeland security preparedness.  The CTGP awards funds to competitively selected applicants to develop and deliver innovative training programs addressing high priority national homeland security training needs.  The CTGP demonstrates FEMA’s commitment to work closely with the Nation’s homeland security stakeholders in a unified national effort to continuously expand training opportunities that address the evolving national risk environment.  The CTGP supports objectives addressed in a series of post 9/11 laws, such as Section 648(a) of the Post Katrina Emergency Management Reform Act of 2006, and other strategy documents, such as the National Preparedness Guidelines and Homeland Security Presidential Directives (HSPDs). 

Purpose

The purpose of the Fiscal Year (FY) 2008 CTGP awards is to fund competitively selected applicants who will develop and deliver innovative training programs addressing high priority national homeland security training needs.    

Funding

The FY 2008 CTGP will provide approximately $27.2 million.

Eligibility

Entities eligible to receive FY 2008 CTGP funding include: State, local, tribal, and territorial governments; national associations, organizations and for-profits with a demonstrable expertise relevant to the focus area for which grant funding is being requested; non-profit higher education institutions with existing programs which address the focus area for which grant funding is requested; and nonprofits, including community and faith-based organizations, with a demonstrable expertise relevant to focus area for which grant funding is requested.

How to Apply

Beginning May 19, 2008, eligible entities may apply for funding through the Grants.gov portal, accessible on the Internet at http://www.grants.gov.  Applications can be received no later than 8:00 p.m. EST June 9, 2008.  Registering with Grants.gov is a one-time process; however, if you are a first time registrant, it could take 3-5 business days to have your registration validated and confirmed, and to receive your user name and password.  It is highly recommended that you start the registration process as early as possible.  

Program Highlights

This year, five important focus areas have been identified for applicants to use in the development of their application and concept paper:

· Intelligence / Information Sharing and Dissemination;

· Critical Infrastructure Protection;

· Regional Collaboration;

· Citizen Preparedness and Participation; and

· Citizen Evacuation and/or Shelter-In-Place.

Interested applicants will propose a national-scope training program for one of the focus areas and submit applications through the http://www.grants.gov website.  Training should be designed for, and delivered to, appropriate State and local personnel with Homeland Security related responsibilities.  The audience for training should be identified by applicants in their proposals. Awards will have a funding period not to exceed 36 months.  

Peer Review Process and Evaluation Criteria 

DHS has established a two-step application process for CTGP.  The first step involves the submission of an application on Grants.gov that includes a 9-page national training concept paper.  Applicants competitively selected during this step will be invited to submit a more detailed national training proposal (step two).  

Concept papers will be reviewed and evaluated for adherence to content and format requirements as established in the Fiscal Year 2008 CTGP Program Guidance and Application Kit.  Awardees will be determined following an independent subject matter expert evaluation and panel review of full proposals consisting of representatives from academia, industry, or federal government organizations, along with practitioners from Federal, State, and local criminal justice and public safety agencies.

HUD MAKES $1 BILLION IN GRANTS AVAILABLE THROUGH 35 PROGRAMS
$1.5 billion in homeless grants will be available later this year    


WASHINGTON - The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development has published its Fiscal Year 2008 "SuperNOFA," an annual funding notice that makes available more than $1 billion in grants through 35 programs (see list below).  HUD intends to offer an additional $1.5 billion in homeless grants later in the year through a new electronic application process that will significantly streamline funding of thousands of homeless assistance programs nationwide.

To make funding opportunities available to the public as soon as possible, HUD is posting its Super NOFA electronically through www.grants.gov in advance of the Federal Register publication on May 12, 2008.  Applicants are strongly encouraged to read funding notices thoroughly and to follow the registration information available in the General Section of the Super NOFA published in the Federal Register on March 19, 2008.

"Each year we try to make the process of applying for grants as user-friendly as possible," said HUD Deputy Secretary Roy A. Bernardi.  "HUD continues to be a leader in moving toward e-government and later this year, we'll take another giant step forward as we launch a new electronic application process for our homeless grant programs."

For the past four years, HUD has required nearly all grant applications to be submitted electronically through www.grants.gov.  This year, applicants for funding through HUD's Continuum of Care homeless assistance programs will submit their applications electronically through the HUD e-snaps system(electronic-special needs assistance programs system).  A Notice explaining the e-snaps registration process for Continuums of Care was published in the Federal Register on April 30, 2008.  HUD's Continuum of Care Notice of Funding Availability is expected to be published no earlier than July 1, 2008.  

The electronic grant submission process is critical element of President Bush's management agenda to increase funding opportunities for states, local governments and nonprofit grassroots organizations that house and serve lower income families living in their communities.  Last year, more than 4,600 applicants successfully submitted their applications electronically.

HUD is continuing to provide help so that every applicant can successfully meet this year's electronic submission requirements.  HUD's Desktop User's Guide provides easy-to-follow instructions to guide applicants through the electronic submission process.  In addition, HUD also offers training via webcast.  For a list of training programs, visit HUD's website.

Residents may contract with third party agencies directly for nursing, therapy, or other services not offered by the ALF.

The National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH) and the Office of Science in the United States Department of Energy (DOE) are working together to provide humanities scholars with access to DOE supercomputers. These grants provide computer time on DOE machines at the National Energy Research Scientific Computing Center (NERSC) at the Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory, as well as training and support to enable scholars to take full advantage of those resources. Interested scholars will apply directly to NERSC, and hours will be awarded under the terms of the DOE's Innovative and Novel Computational Impact on Theory and Experiment (INCITE) program. The INCITE program was conceived specifically to seek out computationally intensive, large-scale research projects with the potential to significantly advance key areas in science and engineering. With this partnership with NEH, the hope is that comparable research projects in the humanities will be able to take advantage of high performance computing resources. Successful applicants will be given access to computer and support resources at NERSC. In addition, winners will receive travel reimbursement funds to enable them (up to two people per project) to attend on-site training at NERSC. Any scholar whose humanities research is computationally intensive may apply. Supported activities may include: mining of large textual datasets, morphological analysis, manipulations, and transformations; analysis of geographical information systems data, maps, etc.; and computationally demanding visualization, modeling, and pattern recognition and analysis. The goal of the program is to provide opportunities for humanities scholars whose research requires high performance computing to collaborate with computer scientists and others at centers already familiar with the challenges of intensive data mining, visualization, and other demanding applications.
