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FY 2008 Commercial Equipment Direct Assistance Program (CEDAP)


Overview
The Department of Homeland Security’s (DHS) Commercial Equipment Direct Assistance Program (CEDAP) is an important component of the Administration’s larger, coordinated effort to strengthen the Nation’s overall level of preparedness.  CEDAP transfers specialized commercial equipment, equipment training, and equipment technical assistance directly to smaller jurisdictions and eligible metropolitan areas.

Purpose
The FY 2008 CEDAP complements the Department’s other major grant programs to enhance regional response capabilities and mutual aid by providing technology and equipment, together with training and technical assistance required to operate that equipment, to law enforcement, emergency responder and public safety agencies in smaller jurisdictions and certain metropolitan areas.  

Funding

The FY 2008 CEDAP will provide equipment, equipment training, and equipment technical assistance valued at approximately $16 million to law enforcement and first responder organizations across the Nation.
Eligibility
Eligible applicants include law enforcement agencies, fire, and other emergency responders who demonstrate that the equipment will be used to improve their ability and capacity to respond to a major critical incident or work with other first responders.  Awardees must not have received technology funding under the Urban Areas Security Initiative, or the Assistance to Firefighters Grants program since October 1, 2006.  Organizations must submit applications through the Responder Knowledge Base (RKB) website at www.rkb.us.

Agencies and departments are permitted to submit only one application per year under CEDAP.  Receipt of multiple applications from different divisions or units of the same agency or department will automatically disqualify the applicant from consideration for all CEDAP applications submitted.  Applicants should select items from the CEDAP Equipment Catalog that they have been unable to acquire through other DHS programs.  


How to Apply

Beginning May 30, 2008, prospective applicants may review the program solicitation through the Responder Knowledge Base (RKB) at www.rkb.us . The application submission period will open on May 30, 2008.  Completed applications must be submitted to DHS via the RKB at www.rkb.us no later than 5 PM EST, June 30, 2008.  It is highly recommended that applicants begin the registration process as early as possible.  
Program Highlights

CEDAP offers equipment in the following categories: extrication devices, thermal imaging, night vision, and video surveillance tools; chemical, biological and radiological detection tools; information technology and risk management tools; and covert vehicle tracking tools.

State Administrative Agencies (SAA) play a vital role during the application process by helping to ensure requested equipment is consistent with the state’s Homeland Security Strategy.  Training and technical assistance are provided at the time technologies are delivered and transferred under the program.  The training is a prerequisite to receipt of equipment and helps ensure that the systems and devices awarded will be utilized fully and correctly.

2008 Staffing for Adequate Fire and Emergency Response Grant Program (SAFER)

The U.S. Department of Homeland Security’s Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) is releasing grant guidance and application materials under the Fiscal Year (FY) 2008 Staffing for Adequate Fire and Emergency Response Grant Program (SAFER).  The application period will open on Tuesday, May 27, 2008 at 8:00 a.m. EDT and will close on Friday, June 27, 2008 at 5:00 p.m. EDT.  

Background:

The focus of the SAFER program is to provide assistance to fire departments to increase the number of frontline firefighters. The goal is for fire departments to increase their staffing and deployment capabilities and to ultimately attain 24-hour staffing, thus assuring that their communities have adequate protection from fire and fire-related hazards. The SAFER grants support two specific activities: (1) the hiring of firefighters, and (2) the recruitment and retention of volunteer firefighters. The grants pay a portion of the salaries of newly hired firefighters over the 5-year award performance period.  

Funding Information:

The Department will award approximately $165 million in SAFER grants.

Congresswoman Gillibrand Announces $491,000 for Hillsdale Sewer Improvements

Local Waterfront Revitalization Program Grants Department of State

Bilingual/English as a Second Language Supplementary Grant 

Education Department

Description

The National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST), United States Department of Commerce (DoC), is soliciting grant proposals for construction of research science buildings. The Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2008 (Public Law 110-161) (the “Act”) appropriated “$30,080,000 . . . for a competitive construction grant program for research buildings” to NIST. Additional information on the program was provided in an explanatory statement that under Section 4 of the Act has the same effect as a Conference Report: “The research buildings should span all the applicable sciences, as they relate to DoC. These grants shall be awarded to colleges, universities, and other non-profit science research organizations on a competitive basis.” 153 Congressional Record H15790 (Dec. 17, 2007). The goals and objectives of the program are to provide competitively awarded grant funds for research science buildings through the construction of new buildings or expansion of existing buildings. For purposes of this program, “research science building” means a building or facility whose purpose is to conduct scientific research, including laboratories, test facilities, measurement facilities, and observatories. Fiscal year 2008 appropriations include approximately $29 million for construction of research science buildings. NIST anticipates funding two to three (2-3) projects with Federal shares in the $10 million - $15 million range with a project period of performance of up to five (5) years. The anticipated start date is October 1, 2008. The period of performance depends on the construction schedule proposed but limited to five (5) years. Although cost sharing is not required it is encouraged for a proposal to be competitive. A minimum of 25% would be viewed favorably; 50% even more favorably.

Volunteer, career, and combination fire departments are eligible to apply under the Hiring of Firefighters Activity. Municipalities and fire districts may submit applications on behalf of fire departments that lack the legal status to do so, such as departments under the auspices of the municipality or district. Each eligible applicant is limited to one application per application period. Eligibility for this activity is limited to volunteer and combination fire departments (see “SAFER Grants Definitions”). Statewide or local organizations that represent the interests of volunteer firefighters and individual fire departments (volunteer or combination) may apply for assistance for regional projects. An individual fire department may act as a “host applicant” and apply for regional projects on behalf of itself and any number of neighboring fire departments. The SAFER (Staffing for Adequate Fire and Emergency Response) grants are awarded under a competitive process and managed by the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s Assistance to Firefighters Grants (AFG) Program Office. SAFER grants provide financial assistance to help fire departments increase their cadre of frontline firefighters. The goal is to assist the local fire departments’ staffing and deployment capabilities, in order to respond to emergencies whenever they occur, assuring that their communities have adequate protection from fire and fire-related hazards. The SAFER grants have two activities that will help grantees in this endeavor: (1) hiring of firefighters and (2) recruitment and retention of volunteer firefighters. (1) The Hiring of Firefighters Activity involves a grant with a five-year period of performance that provides fire departments with funding to pay a portion of the salaries and benefits of newly hired firefighters. These grants are awarded directly to volunteer, combination, and career fire departments to help the departments increase their number of frontline firefighters. Having more firefighters on staff should enhance the local fire department’s abilities to comply with staffing, response, and operational standards established by NFPA and OSHA. Description

Youth gangs continue to have a significant adverse impact on youth, families, and communities. In some communities, Latino youth face a number of personal, economic, social, and cultural challenges that make them vulnerable to aggressive recruiting efforts by Latino gangs. Once recruited into such gangs, youth enter an environment that demands complete loyalty to the gang. Often, they can only leave the gang at risk of death. Research has shown that gang involvement is a significant problem in the Latino communities of today. The National Youth Gang Survey, for the past several years, has revealed that Hispanics/Latinos were the predominant racial/ethnic group among gang members nationwide, accounting for almost half of all gang members. This is an even more alarming statistic when put into context with the anticipated growth of the Hispanic population within the next several years. The overrepresentation of Latinos is not attributed to a special predisposition to gangs, but rather to their living in neighborhoods most likely to have gang activity. Similar risk factors that lead to gang involvement also lead to other problem behaviors such as truancy, delinquency, violence and dropping out of school. At the start of the new millennium, approximately 25% of the United States population was under 18 years of age. In 2002, 18% of juveniles in the United States were of Hispanic ethnicity, and constituted more than 25% in 5 states. Although overall dropout rates have fallen over the past 30 years, the rates for Hispanic youth are substantially greater than for any other ethnic group. In October 2000, the status dropout rate was substantially greater for Hispanics (27.8%) than black non-Hispanics (13.1%), white non-Hispanics (6.9%), or Asians (3.8%). Many youth are transitioning to adulthood with educational deficits that will follow them throughout their life. Using data collected by the Bureau of Labor Statistics, law breaking behavior is linked to family structure and school and work involvement. This data suggests that if family strength can be improved, school performance bettered, and work involvement offered or explored with at-risk youth, law-breaking behavior should decline. Research confirms that youth must be connected to at least two of three significant social entities, family, school, and community to succeed. For those youth who have substantial ties to these social engines, contact with the law enforcement community is reduced, educational outcomes improve, and pro-social conduct increases. This solicitation focuses on developing and supporting a peer mentoring program that proactively reaches youth before they are recruited by gangs to develop and strengthen protective factors against gang involvement and other problem behaviors. Successful applicants will include local school districts with a demonstrable Latino gang problem committed to or already working with nonprofits, faith-based organizations, and other community

The National Historical Publications and Records Commission promotes the preservation and use of America's documentary heritage essential to understanding our democracy, history, and culture. The National Historical Publications and Records Commission seeks proposals for archives and records projects to carry out fundamental archival activities that promote the preservation and use of America's documentary heritage essential to understanding our democracy, history, and culture. The Commission is particularly concerned that some historical collections in archives and repositories are difficult for most researchers to find because they are not processed or represented in national catalogs. It hopes to encourage repositories to reveal these "hidden collections" by concentrating on materials in their backlogs. In addition, the NHPRC wishes to continue support for planning for archives, collection development, and appropriate preservation. As a result, the Commission seeks proposals for projects that support backlog processing and collections cataloging, phased preservation, and/or collections development. Proposed projects must employ the best and most cost-effective archival methods. Activities included under Basic Projects may be any one or combination of the following: Basic Processing, Preservation Planning, Collections Development, and Establishing Archives. Although projects focused exclusively on professional development are not eligible in this grant category, we strongly encourage each application to include professional development components necessary for the success of the project.Categories:1. Basic Processing Basic processing emphasizes activities to reveal collections that researchers cannot easily discover. A minimum standard is the creation of a basic catalog record for each collection or archival series at a repository. Basic processing will also include reappraisal of collections with a goal of deaccessioning entire collections where appropriate. In addition, applicants must plan to establish standard accessioning and processing practices that will prevent future backlogs, including, if necessary, a revised collection development policy. Likewise, institutions must develop or implement processing techniques to eliminate unprocessed backlogs of holdings at a level consistent with appropriate standards and at a reasonable rate. In general, repositories should catalog personal papers and manuscript collections at the collection level, and catalog institutional records at the series level. Basic processing usually includes surveying and describing at the next component level: at the series level for manuscript collections, and at the sub-series level for institutional records. Basic processing projects should not include the creation of file or folder listings. (For such projects, organizations should consult Archives - Detailed Processing Projects.) After identifying collections and records, applicants will need to create MARC catalog records in a national bibliographic utility. Likewise, finding aids must comply with Encoded Archival Description standards and must be made available to appropriate regional and national archival databases. Applicants must also plan for promoting use of their collections after completing this processing. 2. Preservation Planning The NHPRC supports preservation planning and implementation projects that focus on the repository's preservations of collections as a whole. This approach of "phased preservation" often involves surveys of collections, assessment of environmental controls, and risk assessment. NHPRC cannot fund projects that involve construction, but applicants may include planning for necessary improvements to physical facilities. Collection-level preservation assessments may also be carried out as part of a basic processing project. Detailed preservation activities such as comprehensive reboxing and refoldering; preservation copying, reformatting, or microfilming; removing staples and paper clips; and item-level repair and conservation are not permitted. (For such projects, organizations should consult Archives - Detailed Processing Projects.)3. Collections Development Organizations seeking to improve collections development may apply for grants to support the following activities: documentation strategies, surveys, appraisal projects, records management projects with archival components, reappraisal and deaccessioning, and fieldwork and other collecting activities. The NHPRC does not support projects to create new documentation, except for oral history projects conducted by American Indian tribes and other indigenous peoples that rely on oral traditions to document their history and culture. All projects that include collecting activities must show that the institution has developed, or will develop as a part of the project, initial processing techniques to gain basic physical and intellectual control over new accessions. If the repository has a large unprocessed backlog of holdings, collections development activities may only occur alongside basic processing activities.4. Establishing Archives Organizations may apply for grants to support archives start-up projects. An initial grant may support the cost of a consultant to assess the need and sustainability of an archives program. The consultant can help the organization identify the needs for an archives program, the necessary financial and organizational resources, a records management plan (if necessary), and its collecting scope. The consultant may assist in preparing a mission statement, goals and objectives, a staffing plan, and operational rules and procedures. If the organization already has a detailed assessment, it may submit a proposal for costs associated with starting their archives program. The applicant must demonstrate an understanding of, and willingness to follow, the principles outlined in this announcement. The assessment should include a well thought-out collections development plan, a plan for basic processing of new accessions in a timely manner to avoid future backlogs, and a phased preservation plan. Applications for start-up projects must provide convincing evidence of a sound and sustainable business plan, including commitments for ongoing support from the parent institution. A grant normally is for one or two years and for up to $150,000. The Commission expects to make up to 20 grants in this category for a total of up to $1,000,000. The Commission provides no more than 50 percent of project costs for Basic Projects. Cost sharing is the financial contribution the applicant pledges to the cost of a project. Cost sharing can include both direct and indirect expenses, in-kind contributions, non-Federal third-party contributions, and any income earned directly by the project. NHPRC support begins no earlier than June 1, 2009.
