This is the second installment of detailed government-wide guidance for carrying out programs and activities enacted in the Recovery Act. This updated guidance supplements, amends and clarifies the initial guidance issued by OMB on February 18, 2009 (Initial Implementing Guidance for the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, M-09-10). Updates to the guidance are based on ongoing input received from the public, Congress, state and local government officials, grant and contract recipients and federal personnel.
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	Application Period to Open:
Fiscal Year 2009 Assistance to Firefighters Grant 
The Department of Homeland Security has posted the FY2009 Assistance to Firefighters Grants (AFG) Program Guidance on the AFG Website. The application period is scheduled to begin on Wednesday, April 15, 2009, at 8:00 a.m. Eastern Daylight Time (EDT). Applications for these grants must be received by Wednesday, May 20, 2009, at 5:00 p.m. Eastern Daylight Time (EDT).
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	Nationally, the AFG awards, which will be distributed in phases, will ultimately provide approximately $510 million to fire departments and nonaffiliated emergency medical service organizations throughout the country. AFG awards aim to enhance response capabilities and to more effectively protect the health and safety of the public with respect to fire and other hazards. The grants enable local fire departments and emergency medical services organizations to purchase or receive training, conduct first responder health and safety programs, and buy equipment and response vehicles.

An applicant tutorial is available through the www.firegrantsupport.com website. The tutorial provides you with valuable grant information and will walk you through the preparation and submittal of competitive applications. In addition, the applicant tutorial will provide an overview of the funding priorities and evaluation criteria. How do I find out about the funds available from DOE?
All Recovery Act Funding Opportunities Announcements, along with application instructions, will be posted on the Funding Opportunities page.

When will funds become available?
The timeline for funds becoming available will depend on the specific program and project. Please check the website often for updates.

What types of funding are available from DOE?
The DOE will distribute funds through a number of mechanisms including but not limited to:

· Grants, contracts, cooperative agreements and other transactions to companies, universities and other entities selected through a competitive process. Project applications will be solicited for a wide variety of projects including, but not limited to, renewable energy projects, advanced fossil energy projects, advanced battery projects, smart grid projects, and industrial energy efficiency projects. 

· Loan guarantees for DOE to guarantee the terms of private sector loans for energy projects will be awarded to applicants selected through a solicitation process under new section 1705 of Title XVII of the 2005 Energy Policy Act, as amended. The Recovery Act amends Title XVII to create new loan guarantee authority under section 1705 of Title XVII to promote the rapid deployment of renewable energy systems that generate electricity or thermal energy (or facilities manufacturing related components), electric power transmission systems, and certain leading edge biofuel projects, in each case, commencing construction no later than September 30, 2011. Such projects eligible for a loan guarantee under new section 1705 of Title XVII are not required to satisfy Title XVII’s requirements in section 1703 that the technology utilized avoid, reduce, or sequester air pollutants or anthropogenic emissions of greenhouse gases and be new or significantly improved. 

· State/local governments will administer the distribution of several energy grant programs, including the Weatherization Assistance Program, the Energy Efficiency Community Block Grants Program and grants made to the State Energy Offices and State Energy Programs. 

· Contracts for the risk reduction and cleanup of the environmental legacy of the nation’s nuclear weapons program. Both large and small businesses will be utilized to carry out these critical cleanup activities. 

· Grants and fellowships for scientific research will be awarded through a competitive process to scientists and engineers at universities and national laboratories in areas critical to accelerating innovative renewable energy solutions, grid modernization and improving U.S. scientific and economic competitiveness.

How do I apply for a grant from DOE?
All Funding Opportunity Announcements will be posted on the Funding Opportunities page. All grant solicitations will also be posted and all applications will be submitted through at Grants.gov. Applicants must register with Grants.gov prior to submitting applications. The registration process can take 3-5 business days, and potentially as long as 2 weeks. Early registration is recommended. As part of the registration process there are several one-time actions prospective applicants must complete prior to submitting an application, but which can be completed before specific funding announcements are made. Read the registration instructions. Instructions for meeting specific application requirements will be posted in the solicitation.

How do I apply for a contract from DOE?
Contract solicitations will be posted on either FedConnect or DOE's Industry Interactive Procurement System. Proposals and offers submitted in response to a contract solicitation are generally submitted electronically; however, there may be limited instances where a hard copy (paper) proposal may be required. Interested parties should review the proposal submission instructions set out in the solicitation. Advance notices of DOE contracting opportunities are posted on FedBizOpps. In some cases, registration may be required. Instructions on how to register are provided at the web site links for the respective systems.

How do I apply for a loan guarantee from DOE?
The DOE will request loan guarantee applications under new section 1705 of Title XVII, and these solicitations will be posted on the Funding Opportunities page.

How do I apply for funds that are administered through a state/local program?

How do I apply for a scientific research grant or fellowship?

As a new origination, Advanced Research Projects Agency – Energy (ARPA-E) is in the process of creating its first solicitation. Information on this and subsequent ARPA-E solicitations will be posted on FedBizOpps.

EMPLOYMENT/TRAINING
What employment opportunities are available at DOE in support of the Recovery Act?
DOE is filling a number of positions to address the need for hiring additional staff in support of the Recovery Act. Some of these positions may be filled on a temporary basis of up to two years. The application process for these positions is the same as for all federal job opportunities at the DOE.

Step 1: Create an application profile at USAJOBS. Applicants can complete and submit online application profiles through USAJOBS, the Office of Personnel Management's (OPM) application system, which collects general information completed by all federal job applicants. Register at USAJobs.

Beginning in May, information about contractors and grantees that receive Recovery Act funds will be posted in the Communications, Plans and Reports section of DOE’s Recovery Website. This information can be found within Monthly Financial and Award-Level reports. This information will also be available on Recovery.gov. Please contact the contractors/grantees directly for job openings.

What construction job opportunities are available?
The Recovery Act requires that beginning in June award recipients report directly to Recovery.gov information on the type and location of infrastructure projects that are funded by the Recovery Act. This reporting also requires that an executive (such as a mayor) must certify that the construction projects meet the intents of the Recovery Act. These reports will be available on Recovery.gov, along with information on applying for employment. 

What support does DOE provide for education and worker training?
There are Recovery Act funds available to support education and worker training for basic sciences and engineering and a wide range of energy sector applications, including energy efficiency, renewable energy, and electricity transmission and distribution. There will be funds available through Department of Labor, the National Science Foundation, and the Department of Education as well as the Department of Energy. On November 19, 2001, the President and Congress enacted the Aviation and Transportation Security Act (ATSA), P.L. 107-71, 115 Stat. 597, which established TSA as a new Federal agency. ATSA provides authority to the Administrator of the Transportation Security Administration to secure all modes of transportation including carrying out chapter 449 of Title 49 United States Code relating to civil aviation security. This responsibility includes day-to-day Federal security screening operations for passenger air transportation and intrastate air transportation, enforce security-related regulations and requirements; inspect, maintain and test security facilities, equipment, and systems and oversee the implementation and ensure the adequacy of security measures at airports and other transportation facilities. Pursuant to 49 U.S.C. § 44903(h) the Administrator of the Transportation Security Administration in consultation with the Airport Authority is required to deploy personnel and screen and inspect all passengers and their baggage. The requirement also provides for technical support and financial assistance to small and medium airports to defray the costs of enhancing security operations. On February 17, 2009, The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (Public Law 111-5) was enacted to assist those most impacted by the recession by creating and preserving jobs and promoting economic recovery. The funding was specified for multiple areas of national interest. The Transportation Security Administration received $1 billion specifically for the procurement and installation of checked baggage explosives detection systems and checkpoint explosives detection equipment to accelerate the installations at locations with completed design plans.

Preservation and Access Research and Development grants support projects that address major challenges in preserving or providing access to humanities collections and resources. These challenges include the need to find better ways to preserve materials of critical importance to the nation’s cultural heritage—from fragile artifacts and manuscripts to analog recordings and digital assets subject to technological obsolescence—and to develop advanced modes of searching, discovering, and using such materials. Applicants should define a specific problem, devise procedures and potential solutions, and explain how they would evaluate their projects and disseminate their findings. Project results must serve the needs of a significant segment of humanists. Small and mid-sized institutions that have never received an NEH grant are especially encouraged to apply. Eligible projects may include efforts to * develop technical standards, best practices, and tools for preserving and creating access to humanities collections; * explore more effective scientific and technical methods of preserving humanities collections; * develop automated procedures and computational tools to integrate humanities data in disparate online resources; or * investigate and test new ways of providing digital access to humanities materials that are not amenable to standard modes of digitization. NEH especially encourages applications that address the following areas: * Digital Preservation: how to preserve digital humanities materials, including those for which no analog counterparts exist; * Recorded Sound and Moving Image Collections: how to preserve and increase access to the record of the twentieth century contained in these formats; and * Preventive Conservation: how to protect and slow the deterioration of humanities collections through the use of sustainable preservation strategies. Collaboration is a hallmark of research and development projects. Projects that present advanced models of collaboration, especially between humanities professionals, computer or information scientists, and other technical experts, are welcomed. Projects to develop standards or procedures should be guided by a committee representative of the relevant professions to ensure that they are comprehensive and acceptable. Successful applicants will be expected to create a white paper that describes the lessons learned during the conduct of the project (both positive and negative). The white paper should also document any software or techniques resulting from the project. White papers will be posted on the NEH Web site so that others may benefit from the research.

The authorizing legislation is § 27 of the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. § 654) permits the SBA to provide funding to eligible intermediaries and Small Business Development Center (SBDC) via cooperative agreements in order to financially and technically assist small businesses in establishing drug-free workplace programs. It also requires recipients of SBDC grants to provide information and assistance to small businesses with respect to establishing DFWP programs and authorized SBA to provide additional funding to SBDCs for that purpose. In establishing these DFWP programs, as contemplated by the Act, eligible intermediaries and SBDCs should provide outreach to the small business community, supervisory training, and voluntary education for parents. Outreach must include educating small businesses on the benefits of a drug-free workplace and encouraging small business employers and employees to participate in drug-free workplace programs. Congress renamed the DFWP program the “Paul D. Coverdell Drug-Free Workplace Program,” to honor the late Senator Paul D. Coverdell who was the sponsor of the original legislation. On December 8, 2004, the Consolidated FY2005 Appropriations bill, made further changes to the Drug Free Workplace Program. Among the significant changes made by that statute was an amendment to expressly permit those organizations that specialize in drug prevention services to communities and small businesses, particularly community anti-drug coalitions, to serve as eligible intermediaries.
