	November 15, 2007: Ellsworth Secures Funds for Crane Emerging/Critical Interconnection Technology Program and High Power Fiber Laser 
	| Print | 


	WASHINGTON - Rep. Brad Ellsworth announced he has successfully secured federal funds for two programs at Crane Naval Surface Warfare Center (NSWC).  

Ellsworth secured $800,000 for the Emerging/Critical Interconnection Technology (E/CIT) program. The funds will be used at Crane NSWC in the continued development of Printed Circuit Board manufacturing capabilities, including establishing the criteria, protocols and procedures to meet the unique security requirements of the Department of Defense. The project is part of Crane's E/CIT program to ensure the military has a center focused on the latest American-based Printed Circuit Board technology, processes and equipment essential to our national security. This center provides a variety of critical functions including reverse engineering, repair, and research and development of technologies. 
He also secured $1,600,000 to continue development of a High Power Fiber Laser-based system. The funds were requested by Rose-Hulman Institute of Technology and Science Applications International Corporation (SAIC) and will be used to develop a High Power Fiber Laser prototype at Crane NSWC. The prototype would lead to a system to provide war fighters protection against surface-launched and air-to-air InfraRed guided missiles.                 

"I am proud of the vital contribution the 8th District makes to our national defense through technological innovation at Crane. These funds will continue the good work Crane has done to ensure our men and women in uniform have the latest technology they need to complete their missions," said Ellsworth. "I am proud to have supported this project, and I will continue to work for federal investment that strengthens our national defense and provides good jobs in the 8th District." 

The funding was included as part of the FY 2008 Defense Appropriations bill which was signed into law by President Bush last week.

The Amyotrophic Lateral Sclerosis Research Program (ALSRP) Therapeutic Development Award supports the preclinical assessment of therapeutics for amyotrophic lateral sclerosis (ALS). The overall goal of this award mechanism is to promote the introduction of improved therapies for ALS by encouraging ALS investigators to undertake preclinical studies of novel and existing agents. Proposals that do not focus on at least one of the following areas will be administratively withdrawn. • Development and/or validation of high-throughput screens to define targets with therapeutic potential or identify lead agents for ALS treatment and be an asset for the ALS research community; • Development, modification, and/or validation of preclinical model systems in order to assess by pharmacological and/or pharmacokinetic testing lead compounds and potential therapeutics in addition to serving as an improved tool for the ALS research community; • Development of pharmacologic agents through Adsorption, Distribution, Metabolism, Excretion and Toxicity (ADMET) phase; • Design and implementation of full-scale, pilot current Good Manufacturing Practice (cGMP) production of therapeutics and/or delivery systems for use in advanced preclinical and initial clinical trials; • Development of pharmacologic agents to the Investigational New Drug (IND) stage in order to initiate Phase 1 clinical trials after the award’s completion. Proposals must include preliminary data relevant to the phase(s) of the preclinical development process covered by the proposed research. The proposal should include a clear statistical plan of analysis if appropriate.

Description

ONR's Young Investigator Program (YIP) seeks to identify and support academic scientists and engineers who have received Ph.D. or equivalent degrees within the last five years (on or after 01 November 2002 for this FY08 competition) and who show exceptional promise for doing creative research. The objectives of this program are to attract outstanding faculty members of Institutions of Higher Education (hereafter also called "universities") to the Department of the Navy's research program, to support their research, and to encourage their teaching and research careers. Proposals addressing research areas as described in the ONR Science and Technology (S&T) Department section of ONR's website at www.onr.navy.mil which are of interest to ONR Program Officers and Division Directors will be considered. Contact information for each Division (a subgroup of an S&T Department) is also listed within the S&T section of the website. Potential applicants may contact the appropriate Division Director, or the Program Officer who is the point-of-contact for a specific technical area, to discuss their research ideas. Brief informal pre-proposals may be submitted to facilitate these discussions. Such discussions can clarify the content and breadth of the priority research areas and enhance the match between a subsequent proposal and Department of the Navy research needs. An individual wishing to apply for a Young Investigator award must submit a research proposal and a supporting letter through the appropriate university officials. ONR makes awards to institutions, not to individuals. The research proposal should follow the format described in BAA 08-002 Section IV entitled, “Application and Submission Information. Proposals may request up to $100,000 per year for three (3) years. These funds may be budgeted against any reasonable costs related to the conduct of the proposed research, for example, salary for the Young Investigator, graduate student support, supplies, and operating expenses. Additional funds (beyond the basic $100,000 yearly amount) for capital equipment which enhances the Young Investigator's proposed research may be requested for the first budget period, based on the needs of the research. Requesting funds for capital equipment will not decrease the probability of receiving an award; additional support for equipment will be decided separately from award selections and will depend upon availability of funds. The basic $100,000 per year award can be supplemented through a "matching funds" enhancement available only to those receiving an ONR Young Investigator award. As an incentive for becoming involved with other Department of the Navy research activities, the Office of the Director of Research of ONR may match on a 1-for-1 basis, the first $25,000 of additional Department of the Navy funding which a successful applicant obtains each year to support additional, collaborative research with a Navy laboratory during the YIP award. Potential sources of research support eligible for the 1-for-1 match include Navy laboratories and ONR Program Officers. Thus, this "matching funds" clause can provide research support over and above the basic $100,000 per year award, e.g. to support an additional graduate student and an additional research task. A Young Investigator is not prohibited from receiving more than $25,000 from other Department of the Navy sources; however, the Office of the Director of Research will match on a 1-for-1 basis only the first $25,000 each year. Other Navy support eligible for matching funds can be arranged at any time and generally will not have been identified at the time of the initial award. ONR Program Officers will assist, upon request, Young Investigators in identifying potential collaborators at Navy laboratories. ONR Program Officers will also assist successful applicants who wish to seek support from other parts of the Department of the Navy in identifying individuals at other Navy organizations who may be interested in funding additional research by the Young Investigator. Upon completion of the three (3) year award period, Young Investigators may apply to ONR for continued support under ONR's regular research grant program. Decisions about continued funding outside the context of the YIP will be made following a review of the new proposal by the cognizant Program Officer, based on the merits of the proposal, ONR's research priorities, and the creativity and productivity exhibited during the previous Young Investigator research program. The competition in past years has been severe. Last year, 214 proposals were received, resulting in 33 Young Investigator awards. Past awardees have both submitted outstanding research proposals and possessed outstanding records of prior professional accomplishments. Given that "past performance" is a selection criterion, applicants are advised that the biographical information submitted as part of the proposal (see "Qualifications" under "Proposal Content", below) should list all relevant past activities. Those proposals not selected for Young Investigator awards are automatically considered for ONR's regular research grant program in competition with all other research proposals submitted to ONR Long Range BAA. Typically, additional proposals originally submitted to the Young Investigator Program have been selected each year for funding via the regular research grant program. Thus, the YIP is not a "research initiation" opportunity with standards that are less demanding than ONR's regular research grant program. ONR's Young Investigator awards are intended to confer honor upon awardees beyond the research funding being provided.

Activities include the discovery and description of species, the organization of taxonomic information into hierarchical predictive classifications associated with efficient, reliable identification keys, and the analysis of evolutionary relationships among groups of species and across the tree of life. Biodiversity Surveys and Inventories: Supports expeditionary work to discover, describe, and document plant, animal, and microbial diversity throughout the world, whether terrestrial, freshwater, or marine, and with emphasis on well-vouchered natural history collections, or stocks and cultures including associated databases. Partnership for Enhancing Expertise in Taxonomy (PEET): Biennial special competition to address three biodiversity-related goals: monographic research on poorly known groups of organisms; training of at least two new taxonomic experts; and web-based bioinformatics for taxonomic resources. The deadline in March of odd-numbered years precedes panel review in late spring. Planetary Biodiversity Inventories (PBI): Biennial special competition to accelerate the discovery and study of the world's biodiversity. Proposals are invited from teams of investigators to conduct a worldwide, species-level systematic inventory of a major group of organisms. Each project should conduct fieldwork necessary to fill gaps in existing collections, produce descriptions, taxonomic revisions, web-searchable databases, and interactive keys (or other automated identification tools) for all new and known species in the targeted group, analyze their phylogenetic relationships, and establish predictive classifications for the group. Proposals may target any particular group of organisms, from terrestrial, fresh-water, or marine habitats, at any feasible level in the taxonomic hierarchy,
