Congressman Ellsworth and his staff work closely with interns to make the most of their time in the office.
OUR OFFICES:
The Congressman Brad Ellsworth Internship Program offers semester-long internships in the district congressional offices, and the Washington, DC congressional office. The district offices are located in Terre Haute, IN and Evansville, IN. The Washington, DC office accepts two interns throughout the year. Applicants are encouraged to apply to more than one office to increase the chances of receiving an internship. Interns are responsible for their own housing.
INTERN SELECTION CRITERIA:

· Demonstrates commitment to community service and leadership potential 

· Academic progress or accomplishment 

· Accomplishments in extracurricular activities 

· Strong writing skills

All requested materials must be submitted together. 

All requested materials should be submitted directly to the office of Congressman Brad Ellsworth via fax, general mail or e-mail.
If sent through U.S. postal mail, the application should be collated together once with a staple or clip (no internal staples). 

Please keep a copy of your completed application for your files. We will not be able to return any of the materials we receive. 

Failure to meet any of the above mentioned requirements will result in a delay in the review or disqualification of your application.
SESSION DATES AND APPLICATION DEADLINES:

Fall: September to December (application due April 25, 2008)
Spring: January to May (application due October 19, 2007)
Summer Session I: May to June (application due February 29, 2008)
Summer Session II: July to August (application due February 29, 2008)
The application deadline represents the date by which applications must be postmarked in order to be considered for early notification. Applications received after the deadline will be considered and accepted on a rolling basis. Please do not call the congressional offices to inquire about the status of your application (except to confirm that your application has been received). Notification of the status of your application will be mailed to you. 
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ELIGIBILITY:

To apply you must meet the following requirements: 

· You must be 18 years of age or older at the time at which you serve as a Congressional Intern 

· You must be a U.S. citizen 

· You must submit a completed application 

· You must be a high school graduate who is presently attending or enrolled in college

Miscellaneous - Academic credit can be coordinated between the university and the student.
